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Note: The below assumes you already have both your Mac and PC computers
connected to a network (ethernet or wireless) and that they can ping one another.
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To check the name of your PC right-click on My Computer,
select Properties, then the Computer Name tab.
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Once you know your computers can "see" one another, one way to share files between the two isto enable file sharing
on your PC then connect to it from your Mac. To begin looking into doing so, first check out the following Apple KB

The SMB/CIFS method shown thereis used by, from
the Mac OS X Finder, going to the Go menu, then
selecting Connect to Server... You then need to typein
"smb://Dell/SharedDocs" (without the quotes), where

the volume or folder you are sharing on your PC.
